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Abstract

In this article we will analyze drawings of France, Germany and Russia
created by French, German and Russian people. They drew not only their ‘own’
country but also “foreign’ societies. Indeed, drawings have the ability to express
materially, with some gaps, mental representations. By analyzing quantitatively
a certain amount of drawings, we can get some results about the state of mind of
a part of a society at a given time. 283 drawings were collected for this article.
First, we can observe that the pictures correspond, to a certain extent, to the po-
litical, economic and cultural conjecture nowadays. Second, there are major dif-
ferences between the drawings of ‘own’ and ‘foreign’ societies. The former are
mostly characterized by the presence of geographic-spatial elements and the lat-
ter by national and cultural symbols. Third, the conative factors (visits to the
country or the events of its cultural institutes) significantly influence the draw-
ings. When they are intense and long-lasting, the drawings of the ‘foreign’, or
rather ‘other’ country, end up looking like one’s ‘own’. In this case, the image of
the ‘other’ is not formed in opposition to the image of one’s ‘own’, but in paral-

lel.
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
